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Noah and the Arc.  The Father/Son virtue lesson. 
The Book of Genesis 6-9, tells how God sends a great flood to destroy the earth because of man's wick-

edness and because the earth is corrupt.  God tells Noah, a right-
eous man in his generation, to build a large vessel to save his 
family and a representation of the world's animals.  God gives 
detailed instructions for the Ark, and after its completion, sends 
the animals to Noah.  God then sends the Flood which rises until 
all the mountains are covered and every living thing died.  Then 
"God remembered Noah," the waters abate, and dry land reap-
pears.  Noah, his family, and the animals leave the Ark, and God 
enters a covenant to never again send a flood to destroy the 
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and all creatures survived the great flood as God had intended. 
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Feast day: June 13  b.1195 d.1231.  Saint Anthony was canonized (declared a saint) less than one 
year after his death.   There is perhaps no more loved and admired saint in 
the Catholic Church than Saint Anthony of Padua.  Though his work was in 
Italy, he was born in Portugal.  He first joined the Augustinian Order and 
then left it and joined the Franciscan Order in 1221, when he was 26 years 
old.  The reason he became a Franciscan was because of the death of the 
five Franciscan protomartyrs -- St. Bernard, St. Peter, St. Otho, St. Accursius, 
and St. Adjutus -- who shed their blood for theCatholic Faith in the year 
1220, in Morocco, in North Africa, and whose headless and mutilated bod-
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ial.  St. Anthony became a Franciscan in the hope of shedding his own blood 
and becoming a martyr. He lived only ten years after joining the Franciscan 
Order.   St. Anthony was diligent in his love of and work for Jesus Christ.
